Meekness- prautes- the meaning is not well expressed in English because meekness 

suggests weakness.  The meekness manifested by Christ v.1 and commended to the believer 

is the fruit of dunamis, God’s power. It is a humble heart that does not fight against God or 

men. It faces accusers in gentleness with God’s truth completely without fear, 

defensiveness or argument. It can dispel pride and help people see the Light.

Meekness is developed in the believer as God’s Holy Spirit faces us with truth in the 

meekness of Christ disarming our pride resulting in repentance.  

That is how we “take captive every thought to make it obedient to Christ.” V. 5 

Paul did not fight or take flight. He engaged people by the meekness of Christ with the 

inspired truth of God to reestablish peace grounded in righteousness.

Chip Ingram says, “We are not called to be peace keepers but peace makers.” 

 When there is a serious error in a relationship, we are to try to make peace the way God 

does with us and Paul did with the Corinthians with meekness, gentleness, patience and
